The arson
that destroyed the church remains unsolved, but occurred at a time of
civil unrest when St. Thomas took the unpopular stance of opposing the
war in Vietnam. Our commitment to civil rights, justice, and hospitality has
continued since that milestone event, providing compassion and service
to people with AIDS and the LGBT community in subsequent years when
other churches would not.

A place where people have always felt welcome, our current space can no
longer accommodate the visitors and members who come to find peace and
worship here, nor our neighbors who use our church as a public meeting space.

We aim to continue this tradition. No matter what brings them to the front
door, those who enter learn quickly that they will be loved and welcomed
into a vibrant and exciting community. We recognize that St. Thomas is also a
singular place that enables us to take a moment together to share silence in
the midst of the rush of the city i a place to balance hectic schedules, noise,
and busyness with silence, reflection, and connections with one another.

regular worship services. Through activities as diverse as art and cultural
events, hosting community-support groups, and serving the most needy
populations and individuals among us, the new facility will be an active and
lively space for the entire Dupont Circle neighborhood.
